3. Greater attention will be paid to the earnest and effective
presentation than to the mere literal perfection in the language of
the Ritual. The impression made upon the candidate and the beauty
of the ceremony are enhanced by good delivery and careful
expression.

4. The purpose of an inspection is to help. It is proper to
compliment good work and to call attention, in the greatest kindness
and without criticism. To work which may be improved. Each
inspection should enable the Commandery to improve the beauty of
the work in the orders as well as the military features. No one
should interrupt or correct the work in progress. Comments to be
made after inspection and work is finished.

5. Sections relating to regular officers filling their elected and
appointed positions are to be carefully completed. Officers filling
there own positions are to be given maximum grading.

RULES

6. The Asylum and Prelate’s Apartment, suitableness for maneuvering
and convenient arrangement for work are principal considerations.

7. The Chamber of Reflection should conform to requirements set out in
the Paraphernalia Book.

8. Inspection will be in accordance with Asylum, Tactics, subject to
options and amendment shown in Proceeding and the Ritual.

9. A complete and careful examination of the “Asylum
Ceremonies” (or Red Book) along with the “Kansas Ritual and
Ceremonies for Opening, Closing, and Inspection” and the “Ritual of the
Grand Encampment” by the Commandery Officers and Inspector will be
most beneficial in attaining an excellent report.

10. All Inspections and Reports to be completed and in the office by
December 15", After the inspection is concluded, it is very important
that the Inspection Report be completed and submitted as soon as
possible to the Grand Recorder for his distribution to the Grand
Commander, Deputy Grand Commander, and the Inspected
Commandery. Please assure that both the grades and supporting
narrative remarks are completed within the Inspection report prior to
submission.
